Standard komuni Ewropew se jkun ukoll ta’ benefi¢¢ju ghall-konsumaturi, li se jkunu
jistghu jaraw it-TV fuq it-telefowns jew apparati mobbli taghhom fi kwalunkwe hin,
kullimkien fl-Ewropa. Wara I-pubblikazzjoni tad-decizjoni tal-Kummissjoni fil-Lista ta’
Standards ta’ I-UE fil-Gurnal Uffi¢jali ta’ I-UE, I-Istati Membri se jkunu mehtiega
jinkoraggixxu I-uzu tad-DVB-H. Dan l-appogg ¢ar ghall-familja ta’ standards tad-DVB
huwa wkoll sinjal importanti li jinghata lil pajjizi terzi li jkunu se jiehdu decizjoni dwar
it-teknologija ghax-xandir digitali u mobbli, permezz tad-DVB-T, DVB-H u d-DVB-SH.

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Article 17 of EU Directive 2002/21/EC

Standardisation

1. The Commission, acting in accordance with the procedure referred to in Article
22(2), shall draw up and publish in the Official Journal of the European Communities
a list of standards and/or specifications to serve as a basis for encouraging the
harmonised provision of electronic communications networks, electronic
communications services and associated facilities and services. Where necessary,
the Commission may, acting in accordance with the procedure referred to in Article
22(2) and following consultation of the Committee established by Directive 98/34/EC,
request that standards be drawn up by the European standards organisations
(European Committee for Standardisation (CEN), European Committee for
Electrotechnical Standardisation (CENELEC), and European Telecommunications
Standards Institute (ETSI)).

2. Member States shall encourage the use of the standards and/or
specifications referred to in paragraph 1, for the provision of services,
technical interfaces and/or network functions, to the extent strictly necessary
to ensure interoperability of services and to improve freedom of choice for
users.

As long as standards and/or specifications have not been published in accordance
with paragraph 1, Member States shall encourage the implementation of standards
and/or specifications adopted by the European standards organisations.

In the absence of such standards and/or specifications, Member States shall
encourage the implementation of international standards or recommendations
adopted by the International Telecommunication Union (ITU), the International
Organisation for Standardisation (ISO) or the International Electrotechnical
Commission (IEC).

Where international standards exist, Member States shall encourage the European
standards organisations to use them, or the relevant parts of them, as a basis for the
standards they develop, except where such international standards or relevant parts
would be ineffective.



3. If the standards and/or specifications referred to in paragraph 1 have not been
adequately implemented so that interoperability of services in one or more Member
States cannot be ensured, the implementation of such standards and/or
specifications may be made compulsory under the procedure laid down in paragraph
4, to the extent strictly necessary to ensure such interoperability and to improve
freedom of choice for users.

4. Where the Commission intends to make the implementation of certain standards
and/or specifications compulsory, it shall publish a notice in the Official Journal of the
European Communities and invite public comment by all parties concerned. The
Commission, acting in accordance with the procedure referred to in Article 22(3),
shall make implementation of the relevant standards compulsory by making
reference to them as compulsory standards in the list of standards and/or
specifications published in the Official Journal of the European Communities.
