Technology development and transfer 

• UNEP , in partnership with UNIDO,  host of the CTCN  

• Examples:  technical assistance on refrigerant technologies 
in Namibia and Mauritius, and efficient lighting in the 
Dominican Republic 

• Request Incubator programme for LDCs and SIDS – support 
in analysis of NDCs to identify request for  technical 
assistance  

• Analysis of NDCs at sub regional level in conjunction with 
market demand for technologies to link  government and 
private sector 

• Convene regional forums  - discussions on linkages 
between the technology and finance mechanism to meet 
NDC  goals

Capacity Building for Transparency, Measuring and Reporting 

• Technical Support to understand the reporting, MRV 
requirements based on the transparency framework 
established under Paris Agreement 

 

• 20 countries, through our UNEP collaborating centre in

• Build on xisting UNEP support to countries for their Biennial 
Update Reports (BURs) and National Communications 
 



Short-Lived Climate Pollutants 

• Climate and Clean Air Coalition – multistakeholder 
coalition hosted by UNEP  

 

• 11 initiatives are being implemented to reduce black 
carbon, methane and avoid hydrofluorocarbon in 
agriculture, brick production, cooking, heating, diesel 
vehicles, oil and gas production, and municipal solid 
waste 

 

• Currently supporting 14 countries to  complete their 
national action plans for short-lived climate pollutants 

 

• Morocco example: reduce methane and HFCs
