Sustainable Development Goals
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SDGs and RBA

While the term "rights-based approach" is not explicitly mentioned in the
2030 Agenda, there are many important elements linking it to the RBA:

The 2030 Agenda

> is strongly grounded in international human rights treaties
> is universal - like the human rights agenda

> is comprehensive - covers issues related to all human rights, including
economic, social and cultural rights as well as civil and political rights

puts the imperative of equality and non-discrimination at its heart

commits governments to establishing a participatory and transparent
follow-up and review framework and sets out important principles to
guide the review process at all levels, including gender sensitivity and
respect for human rights
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The RBA offers a methodology to achieve sustainable development results
by linking development interventions with human rights obligations and

corresponding accountability mechanisms. 4
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SDGs and RBA

Reduce inequality within and among countries

Targets include promoting higher growth rates for the
bottom 40 per cent; promoting social, economic and
political inclusion; reducing inequalities in opportunities
and outcomes; ensuring social protection for all; securing
participation in economic decision making; facilitating
migration, and reducing transaction costs for migrant
remittances.

Make cities and human settlements inclusive,
safe, resilient and sustainable

Targets include ensuring access to housing, basic services
and public transport for all; participatory planning of
human settlements; safequarding cultural and natural
heritage; and strengthening resilience to disasters.

Ensure sustainable consumption and production
patterns

Targets include achieving sustainable management and
efficient use of natural resources; improving waste
management; promoting sustainable public procurement;
ensuring access to information; and building capacity for
sustainable development.

UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities
(CRPD)

» EU is a party as a regional integration organisation since 2011.
»The CRPD is part of EU legal order
> Art. 32 on International Cooperation (& all other articles!)

» Concluding observations by the UN Committee on EU progress (2015)

European Disability Strategy 2010-2020
»To help implement the CRPD

»Focus on 8 priority areas — including external action

»Promote the rights of persons with disabilities in development programmes,
humanitarian aid and in international fora.
